The concrete 
segmental bridge will have four lanes for traffic with Class 1 & 2 
bicycle facilities.  
What is Post – Tensioning? Post-Tensioning is a method of reinforcing 
concrete, masonry, and other structural elements. Post-Tensioning is a 
method of prestressing. Prestressed concrete or masonry has internal 
stresses (forces) induced into it during the construction phase for the 
purpose of counteracting the anticipated external loads that it will 
encounter during its lifecycle.
